We thank you very much for your last letter of September 18, 2021 in which we are informed about the
resolutions of HINT Executive Committee for the running of our project in school year 2021 — 2022.

1. Conceming the medical report of September 7, 2021. We have pleasure to recall you that we
have already sent it to you by our letter n® 017/HAP/DRC/BKV-PROG/2020-2021 of September
13, 2021. Anyway, we resend it to you by this courier (Annex |).

2. About the new budget and school activities results. We thank our donors to grant
us with the amount of $ 2,000 US for the coming school year. Anyway, we will do
our best to manage this budget efficiently despite so many expenses that we are
facing. Please find attached to this mail, the planning of transfer (Annex II).

About school activities results, please find attached to this mail the school results. Therefore, the
results that we send you now are updated (Annex il and IV).

In brief, the school result are very satisfactory except for the three students who have presented
their state exams and for whom the result are not published yet by the govemment. As for as the
University students are concemed, their academic year 2020-2021 will take an end at the end of
October 2021. Therefore, their academic resuit will be sent to you in November 2021 for the first
Session (Annex V).

Sending pupils school documents. According to the new instructions from the Minister of
Education, this documents should only be delivered by the govemment therefore it will take at
least two months for us to receive them. As soon as we receive them, we will send you on due
time.

. Conceming the Covid-19 in Bukavu city, that disease exists since March 10, 2020
until now and it has disturbed many activities such as education, economy, health,
and so on. Schools activities have been interrupted because of under control: firstly
in march 2020 for three months and secondly in February 2021 for one month.

Here is the epidemiologic report from the Health Provincial Ministry until

September 18, 2021:

- The total of cases in DR Congo is 56,528 confirmed cases of which 56,527
and 1 probable case. The number of dead people is 1,073

- The number of cured people is 50,581.

- New confirmed cases in 4 provinces are: Lwalaba province 9; Kinshasa
(Capital) 8; North Kivu province 7; South Kivu province (Bukavu city) 5.

The test of Covid-19is free for everybody in DR Congo. However, the test for
travelers costs 30 § US.

Let us tell you that since the pandemic occurred in Bukavu town, any case has not
been detected among young people or pupils in our city. Only old people more than
50 years old are victims of that Covid-19.

About ination, since the beginning of ion in DR Congo, on August
19, 2021 with AstraZeneca, 86,466 people have been vaccinated in 14 provinces
including Bukavu City until July 20, 2021. Among them 32,621 have been
vaccinated for the second dosage.

Since September 12, 2021 a total of 75 people have received their first dosage of
vaccine Modema (mnRNA 1273).

First dosage for Bukavu City South Kivu: 258 persons were vaccinated.

Second dosage for Bukavu City South Kivu: 1,611 persons vaccinated, which is
the result of sensitizing campaign from the local govemment.

New measures of reinforcement of riposte against Covid-19 in DR Congo in
general and Bukavu City in particular:

Schools and Universities remain open but the following measures are to be
obsetved weanngofmemask washing hands before and after school with
and refreshing or keeping distance of one or two meters
between two pupils which is difficult to be respected by pupils because schools are
small enough, coughing in the cover of arm, do not great someone with hands.
No Movement of people from 23: 00 pm to 4: 00 am with military patrol.
- Taking of temperature is obligatory, for bidding of gathering of more than 20
persons, no mourning in case a person dies.
- Considering that Bukavu City is near frontiers with Rwanda, Burundi and
Tanzania, each entry and exit is conditioned by the new test of Covid-19.
- The taking in to charge of patients of Covid-19 by the govemment.
The regular test is required to the school staff, students and other officials.
To show you some examples: Our Coordinator Mr. MUSAGHI K. THADDEE has
already been vaccinated and recently our President of DRC, Mr. Felix Antoine
TSHISEKEDI TSHILOMBO has also been vaccinated.

We hope that the information given here above will be useful for your Newsletter.
In case you need more information, please tell us as soon as possible.
We continue to pray for you, family members, the Executive Committee members and our
donors.
